 SHOW STRUCTURE                                          




0.1.0


The show is structured so that like cars will be competing as much as possible against similar cars.                      

To this end all cars will be divided into two major sections, these being called DIVISION and CLASS.                          

Each car will be assigned to a division and one or more of the classes within that division.                                        

 The DIVISION is a means of identifying the general condition of a car. The divisions, which we will be using, are named as follows: STREET DRIVEN STOCK, RESTORED STREET DRIVEN STOCK, CONCOURSE STOCK, MODIFIED and finally CUSTOM.                 

 The CLASS is a means of grouping cars with essentially the same frame and body style. The PRODUCTION YEAR RANGE of the car determines the class grouping.

Judging Rules - General                                     




0.2.0
.   A two-judge single Judging Sheet system will be used.

.   Two judges will judge each car.

.   Each car will be judged by a two judge (team) at the same time.
.   The same two judges will judge all the cars in the same division / class.                                           

.   The assigned two judges will score the cars in his/her assigned division and classes as a team and concur on the final scoring on the single judging sheet

Class Judging Teams are not to discuss their findings in front of the entered cars owners or representatives.

.   Class judges may consult with the senior judge, the qualifying judge or show officials.                                                                         

.   No judging team will spend a disproportionate amount of time on any one vehicle.

.   All judges will be impartial. If in the event a judge feels that he/she cannot judge a specific vehicle:
On a honest and impartial basis (i.e.: judging the car of a close friend) he/she; based on our rules of ethics, must have that vehicle judged by the senior judge, the qualifying judge, the show chairman or co-chairman.   The class judge must be in attendance during this alternate judging and must advise the official on any deviation from his/her normal judging style.                     

.   Frame and undercarriage will NOT be judged. Judges will not position themselves below a knelling level.                 

Key Personnel                                               




0.3.0
The personnel organization of our judged shows will be as follows. Additional explanation of the Function and the responsibilities associated with each of these positions is detailed on later pages. 

Show Chairman.   He/she is the senior official at the show and is general responsible for the overall operation of the show.

Co-Chairman.   He/she is the assistant to the chairman and will act for or in place of the chairman. The co-chairman is generally in charge or registrations and the main desk.

Show Coordinator- Will assist the Show Chairperson and Co-Chairperson with the running of the show and must be familiar with the L.I.C.O.A Show Rules and Regulations.

Senior Judge(s).  They are the senior officials at the show concerning all matters of judging. The senior judge(s) will assign, assist and supervise all qualifying and class judges in their activities.

Qualifying Judge(s).  They will be responsible to determine into which division a car will be placed and subsequently judged.

Senior Tabulator.   He/she will be responsible for the tabulation of the judging sheets, the entry of these scores into the summary book and the calculation of order of finish within each class and division.

Class Judges.  These individuals will perform the actual judging on the cars entered under the direction of the senior judge. 
QUALIFICATION. (Also known as classification.)          



0.4.0
Cars entered for 'DISPLAY ONLY' which are not to be judged WILL NOT BE QUALIFIED; however these cars will be assigned a unique number by the qualifying judge(s). This number will be used for entrants/peoples choice balloting if applicable at the event.
As cars arrive on the day of the show, Qualifying Judge(s) will examine the vehicle and determine the division into which each car will be placed for judging.

On the entry form, the owner of the vehicle should have indicated the division requested. If; after inspection by the Qualifying Judge(s), the vehicle falls within the standards (detailed elsewhere) for the division requested the car is assigned in that division / class with a unique number.

The Qualifying Judge(s) may not feel that the vehicle meets the standards for the division requested. In this case the owner will be informed by the Qualifying Judge(s) of the division into which he should be placed and the reasons why.

The owner may object to the opinion of the Qualifying Judge(s) and may request a review by the Senior Judge(s). The qualifying judge will inform the senior official(s) as to the reason(s) for the placement. The senior official may agree or disagree with the qualifying judge but the decision of the senior official(s) shall be final.  The qualifying judge(s) will place that vehicle in the designated division based on the official’s decision.

Qualification and Safety Devices.                                    

Any security / safety item in and of itself will not be considered as a deviation from pure stock condition.  Such items would include- alarm systems, anti-theft devices, fire extinguishers, wheel locks, etc.

 Bumping.                                                   





 0.5.0
Bumping is the changing of a division from that in which the car would normally be qualified. 


All bumping must be done prior to the close of registration. 


The chairman may at his option disallow bumping either by the entrants or by the

show officials.

Bumping - at the entrants option.

Optional entrant's bumping can only be upward and only into the next higher division.

 Any entrant bumping must be completed prior to the close of registration.

Should the entrant feel he would do better in a more difficult division he may elect to bump up to the next higher division from that in which he is qualified.   For example; an entrant may bump up from street driven stock (division 1) to concourse  (division 2) or he may bump up from modified (division 3) to custom (division 4). It will be up to the Qualifying Judge(s) and/or the Senior Judge to determine if the bump up meets the criteria of that Division. 


No car, which is qualified as stock may bump into a modified or custom division. 

The entrant may not bump down in any case; however, he may place an objection at the time of qualification with the appropriate show official, who may choose to review and possibly change his division.

 Bumping - at the officials option.






0.5.1
Bumping by the show officials is to the nearest adjacent class only (either up or down) and never by division.  Proper planning in the allocation and purchase of trophies and awards usually prevents the need for this type of bumping.

 Trophies and Awards - General                               



0.6.0

All trophies and awards will be purchased prior to the show and must be present and remain on display throughout the show.

The chairperson will insure sufficient trophies and / or awards have been purchased to meet the estimated requirements based on the number or pre-registered entries.

There will be NO CASH awards.

All judged shows will present awards in the following categories (levels):


  Show Level.    Best in Show (one). 


  Division Level.   Best in Division (one for each division).


  Class Level.    Class Trophies (multiple).


  Independent.   Optional Depending on Show Sponsorship(s).

  Presentation of trophies.

  
All trophies purchased for any show will be presented on the day of the show based upon total number of judged cars entered. 

Whenever identical level of awards (i.e.: two 3rd place awards) are presented within the same division/class the spokesperson should announce that for the purpose of the awards level the cars with the NEAREST point totals are considered as a TIE.

Entrants/People’s choice awards (if any) should be presented prior to any of the judged class 
trophies.   The presenter should announce that these awards are based strictly
on the ballots received and have no bearing on the judged class results.

 Re-allocation of trophies. 







0.6.1

Generally there are first, second and third place awarded in each division / class. However the quantity of cars in any one class or division may not warrant full complement of these awards resulting in unused trophies. The unused trophies will be cascaded to other Divisions and Classes according to the amount of Corvettes entered. This will be administered by the Senior Judging Staff until all trophies are used.                                                                                


These officials will then review the volume of cars entered in other classes.

From the remaining pool of undesignated trophies, these officials will re-designate these awards as indicated in the following example.

Class Level Trophies                                                            


0.6.2


On average the chairman should provide for 3 (1st, 2nd & 3rd) trophies for each class within each division dependent on overall entered cars. The total number of trophies will not exceed 87 at any given show. 

The exception is with the Custom Division. This division will be compromised of all 7 classes (C1, C2, C3, C4, C5, C6 and C7). There will be a 1st, 2nd and 3rd place award for the overall Custom Division.

 With 7 classes in 4 divisions (a maximum of 78 awards) and 3 awards in one division this will equal a maximum of 81 class awards. 

The winners of these class level trophies will be determined by the order of finish (high to low) of the points accumulated from the judge’s scoring sheets.                                                 


If one of these individuals qualifies for a division level trophy he will be bumped up from the class level awards and the remaining individuals will be bumped up one level of order of finish. For example 2nd will become 1st, 3rd will become 2nd, 4th will become 3rd.     

Division Level Trophies   







0.6.3

In addition to the class within division trophies; there will be one 'BEST OF DIVISION' trophy for each division - (5) .


The winners of these awards will be the five cars which have the highest judged points score in their respective division among all the classes within that division.


A winner of a 'BEST OF DIVISION' will receive this award in place of the lower level  FIRST IN CLASS award. The remaining cars in the division and class from which this winner is selected will then be bumped up in order of finish. So that the car which finished second within that division / class  will receive the FIRST IN CLASS award, the car which finished third will receive the SECOND IN CLASS, etc. 
In the advent of a tie for a given Division , a tie-breaker judge will perform an additional judgment on the cars in question. The highest two scores will be used. The car with the highest overall score will then be declared the Best In Division winner.                                                                    

Best In Show Level Trophies







0.6.3A

There will be ONE 'BEST IN SHOW' trophy. 


The winner of this award will be the individual with the highest total judged points among all divisions and all of the classes or at the discretion of the Judging Staff, Show Chairperson a selected Corvette from the pool of entrants. If the later method is used the selection pool must come from the top 5 scoring Corvettes in the show. The Show Officials must agree to the selection. If a decision cannot be reached then the highest scoring Corvette of the show shall be deemed the Best in Show.                                                                


This individual will be bumped up from the division level awards and the next highest individual within THAT division will replace him at the division level and receive the 'BEST IN DIVISION' trophy.

Trophies and Awards – Entrants or People Choice.   ____-

LICOA and sponsor of the event will determine the application of these type awards. Not all formal Corvette Shows will have either type award given out.
                                                                                

Whenever peoples or entrants choice awards are presented, they will follow these rules and regulations.                                  

There will be one peoples or entrants choice award for EACH Division (era type Corvette) presented at the end of the day.

Written ballots will determine recipients of these awards.                                                     

Peoples or Entrants choice awards shall be independent of any and all other awards.                                                    

Only spectators and show entrants may cast ballots for people’s choice awards.

Only Show Entrants may cast a vote for Entrants Choice each Division as contained on the official LICOA ballot 

These awards may be plaques or trophies as determined by show officials but will not be cash awards. 

Show Chairman.                                             




 0.7.0
 The show chairman is the senior official at any show. The show chairman shall have the decision on any and all matters concerning the show except as overruled by a club officer or by the rules and regulation herein set forth.

The show chairman is responsible to oversee the entire operation of the show and the final responsibility of all aspects of the show rests with him/her.                                                 

Show Chairman - Responsibilities
.   Insure that all advertising is placed in a timely fashion.           

.   Act as interface with the host / sponsor representative.             

.   Insure that the designated area for the show cars has been cleared the evening prior to the show.                          

.   Insure all required personnel assignments have been made, and confirm these assignments with those individuals (usually by phone) a day or two prior to the show.                   

.   Insure that all assigned personnel fully understand their function and what is expected of them at the show.             

.   Organize and supervise a practice session(s) for the class judges at whom the judging sheets to be used will be reviewed and any questions resolved.  Although officially the responsibility of the show Chairman; the need for this practice session is normally left to the decision of the senior judge(s).         

.   Insure that alternate personnel are available on the day of the show for potential use as class judges.                   

.   Insure the necessary equipment for the operation of the show is ready and will be transported to the site.                   

.   Acquire 2 cash boxes from the treasury with a minimum amount of start-up cash in small bills; one to be used for car show entrants and the second to be used for spectators.          

.   Insure the trophies are ordered, ready, on site and on display on the day of the show.                                   

.   Coordinate all logistical efforts regarding the transport of any and all required show materials.                    

.   Be fully knowledgeable as to the function of all key show officials and supervise these official during               

the operation of the show.

.   Establish and attempt as much as possible to adhere to a timetable for the general activities of the operation.
.   Be responsible for the collection of any and all fees from the sponsor for the production of the show. This                

shall be done on or before the day of the show.

.   Shall remain at or in an area near to the main desk throughout the show and shall remain available to all other officials.                                                     

.   Be responsible to have on site a commemorative plaque or award to be presented to the sponsor.                             

.   With either the co-chairman and/or the senior judge he shall announce all winners and present all awards.

.   Shall insure that the area used for the show has been properly cleaned after all cars have departed.                      

.   Arrange for the return of any and all club equipment used in the operation of the show.                               

.   Report to the general membership at the next general business meeting. Such report should include a general review of the show operation with specific attention to any problems/difficulties 
encountered and how to avoid such problems in the future.                                         

.   Provide a financial report to the general membership, which should include figures for costs - such as trophies, awards, advertising, mailings, postage, etc. All income from entry fees and spectator entry shall also be reported.          

.   Will be responsible for all moneys involved with both car entry fees and spectators entry and will insure that these moneys are turned over to the club treasury as soon as possible after the show.

Co-Chairman.                                               




 0.8.0

The co-chairman would assist the chairman in his duties.

The co-chairman will be ready to replace the chairman should the need arise.                                                          

Co-Chairman - Responsibilities.

.   Have a complete working knowledge of all arrangements made for the show by the chairman.

.   Responsible for the operation of the main desk and should remain at this location throughout the show.          

.   He shall assist the senior tabulator in the quick and accurate tabulation of the scoring sheets.

.   Be responsible for all pre-registered entry forms and the check-in of these entrants.

.   He will be responsible for moneys in the cash box for the car entry fees.

.   Along with the senior tabulator, also handle any and all day of show registrations and the collection of these fees.

.   Along with the senior tabulator, he will insure that all entrants receive the required paperwork for their car.

.  Will insure a unique entry number has been assigned to each car.

.   He will inform the qualifying judge when the registration period is closed and no more cars shall be allowed entry.

.   At close of registration, he will provide to the senior judge(s) a list of the number of cars within their respective division/classes.

.   At close of registration, he will count all moneys in the car entrant’s cash box and return same to the chairman for safekeeping.

.   Insure that completed judging sheets are collected from the class judges and returned for tabulation as quickly as possible.

.   Assist the chairman in the distribution of the trophies and awards at the end of the day.

.   To hold for a period of time not less than 2 weeks all completed scoring sheets and to forward such items by mail to any entrant requesting the same.  Normally there is a $2 processing fee.
Senior Tabulator.                                           




0.9.0

The senior tabulator will be responsible to and work closely with the co-chairman.

 His principal responsibility is that of tabulation of the individual judging sheets and along with the co-chairman the entry of these into the summary book.                

Senior Tabulator/Tabulator - Responsibilities.                                     

Once judging has begun:                                              

To prevent distraction once judging has started the senior tabulator shall have no additional duties.                         

Tabulate the individual scoring sheets from the class judges and record the total of each of the sheets in the summary book under the proper division, class and entry number.                                                      

Initial each scoring sheet to indicate that the score has been entered into the summary book.                            

 At the end of the judging period.                                    


( Or when a class / division is complete. )                          


Tabulate the summary totals from all scoring sheets for each car.                                                      

Qualifying Judge(s).                                       




 0.10.0

The qualifying judge(s) reports to the senior judge. The function of the qualifying judge(s) is the uniform grouping of like cars into the same division so that dissimilar cars do not compete against each other.                                                              

 Qualifying Judge(s) - Responsibilities.

All cars entered for judging will be qualified and grouped in one of the divisions by the qualifying 
judge(s).


The same individuals will qualify all cars within a given Class.

Must have a complete knowledge of the rules and regulations, which have been established governing qualification.                 


They may consult with the senior judge should they feel it necessary.                                                           

Will review the division which as been requested by the car owner on the entry form.                                         

Will examine the car and determine if; in his/her opinion, the vehicle meets the established requirements for that division.                      

Will assign a unique car number to all cars. This will include cars entered for display only. This number will be recorded on each entry form.                                      

If in their opinion, the car DOES QUALIFY for the division requested they will record that assigned division / number on the owners entry form. The owner will return the entry form to the main desk and his/her unique entry number will be logged in the designated division/class.               

If in their opinion, vehicle   DOES NOT MEET THE STANDARDS for the division requested, they will inform the car owner and indicate to the car owner the division into which they believe the car should be placed.   Should the owner object to the reclassification, the qualifying judge(s) will call on the senior judge(s) and explain to those officials the reasoning for such  reclassification and shall abide by their decision.                 

Insure that ALL CARS entered for judging (excluding any cars for display only)  are reviewed and qualified into one of the standard divisions.                                  

Unlike class judges, the qualifying judge(s) may consult with any other officials on technical points in order to properly classify a vehicle.                                         

Enlist the assistance of additional personnel whom they feel are qualified, but the responsibility 
for the placement in a division will remain theirs alone.

Will be informed by the co-chairman when to close the division qualification session.  After that point in time, the qualifying judge(s) will assign unique car numbers to any late arriving vehicle however these cars will be entered for display (and people’s choice) only.
The qualification judge may not be the senior judge, the show chairman, the show co-chairman or the show coordinator.   

Senior Judge(s).

The senior judge(s) report to the chairman.                                

Senior Judge - Responsibilities.                                         

General                                                                                                                                              

He/she shall NOT act as a class judge as his primary responsibility is to oversee and coordinate                  

the qualification and judging effort and to insure fair and equitable treatment to ALL show entrants. 


The same individual may not be a senior judge and a qualifying judge at the show.                                                    

The same individual may not be a senior judge and a chairman or co-chairman of the show.   
The Senior Judge may designate additional staff to assist in duties. 

Prior to the start of Judging at the Show.                                                                                                                                   

He will receive a written list from the chairman and/or co-chairman of persons designated as class judges.                   

He will insure that these persons have read or have prior knowledge of these rules and regulations.                                               


He will insure that each designated judge has had at least one practice session. 


He may if necessary hold a practice session on the day of the show prior to the               


Start of actual judging- this is optional.                                             

During Registration                                                                                                                                  


He will prepare his initial assignments of judges to the divisions and classes.                                           

He may be required to consult with the qualifying judge(s) on points of originality for proper classification.

He shall insure that all of the assigned class judges have been schooled, are on-site and prepared 
prior to the start of judging.                                             


He shall remain at or near to the area being used for the qualification of vehicles.                                           

He will insure he is available to consult with the qualifying judge and/or any of the class judges.                     

Be fully knowledgeable as to the rules and regulations for division qualification and shall resolve any objections from entrants based on these rules.

At the close of registration                                                                                                                         

He will receive from the co-chairman a final list of the numbers of cars within each division and class.                      

He will adjust his judging assignments based on the number of cars in each division and class.                           

He will provide to each of the class judges a list of the car numbers, which they have been assigned to judge.              

He will attempt to equalize the judging load as much as reasonably possible. However all cars in any one division and class must be judged by the same class judges.                                                              

If required; he shall assign additional judges from the designated alternates to reduce 
exceptionally heavy loads in any area. Any alternate which are used must judge ALL THE CARS within the division / class to which they are assigned.                                          

Hold a final judges meeting prior to the designated time for the start of judging and answer any final questions from the class judges.                 

Once judging starts.                                                                                                                                 


He will indicate to the class judges when judging will commence.                                                            

 He will remain in the area and be available to answer questions and/or assist any of the class judges.                     

He will inform all judges one hour prior to the designated time for the close of judging.                            

He will help to insure that completed judging sheets are promptly return to the desk for tabulation.                          

He will maintain a record of each division/class and will inform the senior tabulator and/or co-chairman when all cars in that division/class have been scored and that division/class can be closed. 
He will run the LICOA show tabulation software to determine the scores on each car by Division and Class.

He will review the scores for all entered cars and place winners in score order 

He will supply the Show Chairperson with a printed list of show winners by Division/Class including Best In Show and Best In Division. 
Class Judges.                                              





0.12.0

 Class Judges - General Rules.                                        


All class judges will report to the senior judge ONLY.           

No individual may judge in the same class and division in which his/her car is entered.                                 

No individual may judge in the same class and division in which the car of an immediate family member has been entered.                                                         


No judge may judge the same vehicle more than once.              

Do NOT Judge any car if the owner is not present. The exception will be for cars belonging to other workers at the show. These cars will be so identified.                   

No individual may act as a judge until he/she has read and understands the rules and regulations as defined herein.                                                          

No individual may act as a judge until he/she has had at least two judging practice sessions under the direct supervision of a current or prior judge.                  

No individual who is not a member in this association may act as a judge unless that individual is know to the senior judge or one or more of the show officials to have had prior experience at judging and is also experienced with and has recently reviewed our club rules.                        

Each judge must initial, number, code or in some other way identify each scoring sheet he/she completes.   Normally each judging sheet is coded in the lower left hand corner with the judge NUMBER assigned to that judge for that day.         

No judge shall inquire as to the prior scoring of any car until after ALL judging has been completed.                  

Each judge shall develop and maintain his/her own style of vehicle inspection while judging and as much as reasonably possible should be consistent for all cars.           


Judges should attempt to judge each car in a fair and equitable manner.                                                


Do not judge frames and/or undercarriage on ANY cars in any class or division.                                           

If you are judging in one of the stock divisions and you have a question call on the senior judge. 

Class Judges - Organization.                              




 0.12.1


There are 7 classes (Eras) within each division and each of these will have 2 judges.

It is likely that a class judge will be assigned to multiple classes and/or divisions throughout the day.

The senior judge will assign a unique number to each class judging team to be used to identify that judge for the day. The assigned number should be recorded on all judging sheet


completed by the class judge.   This list of judge numbers to name will be for the 


senior judge’s use only and will remain confidential.

The senior judge will provide each class judge with a numbered list of all cars in each division / class to which he/she is assigned.                                            

You may be assigned to only one division/class at a time or the senior judge may assign you to multiple (usually low quantity) divisions / classes at the same time to reduce the number of trips back to the desk.

If you have multiple classes and/or divisions keep each list of entry numbers separate. Complete one division /class at a time and check off the numbers on your list as your go. 

We suggest you start with the smallest (the least number of cars) division / class and complete that group first.                                                     

If you find you have a group of completed judging sheets, call for a runner to return them to the desk or return them yourself.

When you have completed all the cars in any one class and division please let the senior judge(s) know.                                                      

Class Judges and Absent Owners                             



0.12.2

You may not judge a car without the owner or the owner's representative being present.                                   

As mentioned earlier the exception to this rule is for cars belonging to other workers at the show. These cars will be identified usually with a proxy slip on the windshield. You may go ahead and judge these cars but as with all cars do so carefully.                                   

 If the owner is not present circle that number on your list and move on to another car. Don't waste time waiting for the owner to return.                                         

If this is your second time back to judge a car and the owner is still not present put a box around his number (his number will now have both a circle and a box) and again move on to another car.                                    

If this is you third time back to the same car and once again the owner is absent;  X out his number from your list, take one of his judging sheet and make it as   'OWNER ABSENT - NO SCORE'.                                       

One word of caution, In past shows, we have had the worker 'PROXY' slip somehow 'walk away' and therefore  the class judges could not be aware it was okay to  judge that car. Don't be too upset if you are asked to return to a car whose score sheet you've marked as 'OWNER ABSENT - NO SCORE'.  

Class Judges - While Judging                               




0.12.3        

Before you start judging, we suggest that you remove any rings, watches or other jewelry to reduce the potential of any scratches.                                      


If you are wearing a large belt buckle, either cover it or turn it to the side. 


Make sure you don't have any keys or other items hanging out of your pockets.             

After having received your numbered list of entries from the senior judge you are ready to begin, judging Start with the smallest group of cars first if that is possible. 


Ask for the owner. He can accompany you around the car during your inspection.                                  

Try and keep conversation with the owner to a minimum, as time is a major factor. Be friendly but businesslike.         


Never discuss what score you have given him or why.              

You may ask the owner to open/close windows, doors, hood, trunk, etc. to check for fit. If you do this on one car you must do so on all cars. However, if you suspect that a window or body panel (i.e.: door or hood) is out of align you may ask the owner to open/close that item as an exception to your standard judging pattern.                

Do not ask the owner to open/close headlight doors to check alignment, as many Corvettes require the motor to be running to open/close.                                     

Never sit in the interior of any car. You may with the owners permission sit or kneel on the doorsill to inspect the interior.                                         

What you can't see you can't judge. (Applies to worker proxy cars only) If you can't see the interior because of heavy tinting on the windows and the doors are locked, judge what you can see through the windows, for the areas you can't see give a zero. The same holds true for any workers car. If a convertible is displayed with the top down, don't stand around and wait for the owner to come back and put up the top - give a zero score for any item you can't see.


Remember the owner has the right to refuse your inspection of any area of his/her car. In such a case give judge will determine if the issue should result in a Zero score for that item on the judging sheet. The Class Judge is to make a note on the Judging Sheet on why a Zero was given in whichever area is impacted. .

If you believe the owner of the vehicle you are judging is trying to influence or intimidate you in an attempt to improve their score; complete the judging however make a note and inform the senior judge of the situation.   The entrant may be penalized up to 10 (but not more 
than 10) points for harassment of a class judge.

1.0. - Original Street Driven Stock (Div. 0) Qualification

Street Driven Stock - General Description.                                                 

To be classified in this division the vehicle must have a essentially stock appearance, have a minimum of 15,000 miles, be registered with DMV and be able to exhibit a reasonable and significant amount of actual street use in the opinion of the qualifying judge(s). And a current Inspection Sticker if 

applicable.

Street Driven Stock - Appearance.                                         

The car should present a reasonable appearance of a stock car for that year as it was delivered new.                                                   

Street Driven Stock - Registration.                                                        

Obviously if the vehicle is not registered for street use it cannot be used legally on the street and will not be qualified in the street driven division.      

Street Driven Stock - Minimum Mileage Requirement.                                         

The mileage minimum has been established at the figure of 15,000 miles. The purpose of the mileage minimum is to prevent cars with actual street use being judged against cars right off the showroom floor.                                   

Any car with less than 15,000 miles must be considered as either RESTORED STREET DRIVEN STOCK or CONCOURSE STOCK unless in the opinion of the qualifying judge(s) the reading on the 

Odometer represents a rollover of mileage.            

Street Driven Stock - Dealer Installed Options.                                            

There is some latitude in the street driven class in the definition of essentially stock appearance. For example any dealer installed options such as a rear spoiler would be considered stock (provided a rear spoiler was available for that year) ; an entire area package such as a Greenwood package would also be considered stock.                     

Street Driven Stock - Maintenance Replacements.                                            

Any item replaced in the course of routine maintenance would still be considered stock. For example steel belted tires on a car not originally equipped with these tires would be okay in street driven stock but would not be okay in Restored Stock. The general rule for maintenance upgrades is that they should conform as much as reasonably possible in appearance to the original equipment. If the owner of the car replaced the original worn tires with oversized tires which stick out beyond the stock body panels this would not be considered as’ maintenance replacements’.                              

Street Driven Stock - Acceptable Major Replacements.                              

Taking into consideration cars in this division are used on a more or less regular basis we must allow for major replacements with non-original parts due to the fact that true originals are either no longer available or are so costly as to prevent replacement for the average street driven car. 

Street Driven Stock - Unacceptable Major Replacements.                               

Acceptable major replacements are considered those replacements required to keep the vehicle on the road with as little deviation from original appearance as possible.  Any replacement; which in the qualifying judges opinion, made for another purpose such as improved performance,  flashy appearance, etc. is not acceptable. 

D1. - Restored Street Driven Stock - (Div. 1) Qualification

Restored Street Driven Stock - General Description.                                                 

To be classified in this division the vehicle must have a essentially stock appearance, have a minimum of 5,000 miles, be registered with DMV and be able to exhibit a ‘reasonable’ amount of actual street use in the opinion of the qualifying judge(s).                                                               

Restored Street Driven Stock - Appearance.                                                          

The car should present a reasonable appearance of a stock car for that year as it was delivered new.                                                   

Restored Street Driven Stock - Registration.                                                        

Obviously if the vehicle is not registered for street use it cannot be used legally on the street and will not be              

qualified in the restored street driven division. A current DMV sticker is required.

Restored Street Driven Stock - Minimum Mileage Requirement.                                         

The mileage range has been established between 5,000 and 15,000 miles. The purpose of the mileage range is to group cars with similar amount of street use with each other but not with cars right off the showroom floor nor with cars with extensive street use (over 15,000 miles).  Any car with less than 5,000 miles will be considered as CONCOURSE STOCK  (regardless of production year) unless in the opinion of the qualifying judge(s) the reading on the odometer represents a rollover of mileage.            

Restored Street Driven Stock - Dealer Installed Options.                                            

There is some latitude in the street driven class in the definition of essentially stock appearance. For example any dealer-installed options such as a rear spoiler would be considered stock (provided the car could have been ordered with a rear spoiler); an entire aero package such as a Greenwood package would also be considered stock.                     

Restored Street Driven Stock - Maintenance Replacements.                                            

Any item replaced in the course of routine maintenance would still be considered stock. For example steel belted tires on a car not originally equipped with these tires would be okay in restored street driven stock but would not be okay in Concourse Stock. The general rule for maintenance upgrades is that they should conform as much as reasonably possible in ‘appearance’  to the original equipment.                                                                         

Restored Street Driven Stock - Acceptable Major Replacements.                            

Taking into consideration cars in this division are used on a somewhat regular basis we must allow for major replacements with non-original parts due to the fact that true originals are either no longer available or are so costly as to prevent replacement for the average street driven car. 

Restored Street Driven Stock - Unacceptable Major Replacements.                               

Acceptable major replacements are considered those replacements required to keep the vehicle on the road with as little deviation from original appearance as possible. Any replacement; which in the qualifying judges opinion, was made for another purpose such as improved performance, flashy appearance, etc. is not acceptable.                                               

D2. CONCOURSE STOCK (Div. 2) - Qualification

Concourse Stock - General Description.                                                 

To be classified in this division the vehicle must have a pure stock appearance or   have 5,000 or less miles for new stock vehicles.

Concourse Stock - Appearance.                                                          

The car must present the exact appearance of a stock Corvette as delivered for that year.                                 

Concourse Stock -  Registration.                                                        


The car need not be registered; however, the vehicle must run and be drivable.                                                

Concourse Stock - Minimum Mileage Requirement.                                         

The mileage minimum has been established at the figure of 5,000 miles. Any car with less than 5,000 miles will be considered as "NEW STOCK" and will be included in CONCOURSE STOCK (AKA restored stock - show prepared) division.                                 

Concourse Stock - Dealer Installed Options.                                            

Factory installed options will be accepted in this division if the option is either know to the qualifying judge(s) to have been available for that production year; or the owner can produce documentation that the option in question was dealer installed. 

Concourse Stock - Maintenance Replacements.                                            

Any item replaced in the course of routine maintenance would still be considered stock provided that such item is an exact replacement (as currently available) for the original item. 

Concourse Stock - Acceptable Major Replacements.                                   

Any item(s) replaced on the vehicle are acceptable in the division provided these items (including body panels) are an exact reproduction of original equipment and are visually undetectable from the original equipment.  The qualifying judge at his option may allow certain minor deviations from pure stock (i.e.: incorrect tire size or brand) however the class judge may deduct points for this non-original equipment.   

D3- Modified (Div 3) - Qualification                  




1.3.1 

Modified -  Modification Limit

Any vehicle on which is detected more than 3 modifications from stock condition MUST BE placed in either the MODIFIED or CUSTOM divisions.   Vehicles which have 3 or less modification MAY BE placed in the   MODIFIED  or  CUSTOM  Divisions  if; in the opinion of the qualifying judge(s) said modifications are so extreme as to violate the intent of the stock divisions.

Modified - General Description.                                                 

To be classified in this division the vehicle may not have a pure stock appearance. Deviation(s) from original may be exterior, interior or mechanical or any combination.              

Modified - Appearance.                                                          

The appearance of the vehicle must be altered. Such alteration should be of a 'bolt-on / bolt-off' nature. For example special wheels, tires, etc. Any alteration which  required, welding, fiberglass work or any other such major effort and cannot be easily 'off-bolted'  (to return to ‘stock’ appearance) will cause the vehicle to qualified as 'CUSTOM'.                          

Modified - Registration.                                                        


The car need not be registered; however the vehicle must run and be drivable.                                           

Modified - Special Items


The following items are not considered nor can they be counted as modifications:


Alarms, Car Phones, Car Phone Antennae, Exhaust Tips or Mud Guards

Modified - Entrants Option


Any entrant who has been qualified as ‘MODIFIED’ may have the option to

‘BUMP UP’ to the CUSTOM DIVISION.   Such bumping is at the option of the show chairman

D4. - Custom (AKA Full-Custom) - Qualification              


1.4.1

Custom - General Description.                                                 

To be classified in this division the vehicle must not have a pure stock appearance. Deviation(s) from original may be exterior, interior or mechanical or any combination.              

Custom -  Appearance.                                                          

The appearance of the vehicle may be altered. Such alteration should be of a permanent nature. For example custom body, special interior, chrome engine parts, etc.. If the only alterations to the vehicle; can be removed with relative ease, and stock components installed without the need of bodywork the car should be qualified as 'MODIFIED'.                        

Custom -  Registration.                                                        

The car need not be registered; however, the vehicle must run and be drivable. 

Determining Modifications to All Classes:

The following adoption of modification configuration standards is hereby embodied in these show rules:

1- 1- point for all Engine Compartment Modifications

2- 1 -point for Custom Wheels

3- 1- Point for all exhaust Modifications

4- 1- Point for all Interior Modifications- stick on items do not count
5- 1- Point for all permanent Body Changes

All changes and point calculations are the discretion of the Qualification Judges. An entrant may question the decision and the Qualification Judge(s) will get a ruling from the Senior Judge, Show Chairperson or other Club Official in attendance at the show at the time of the initial Qualification Judging.

Use of Electronic Tabulation  

LICOA has deployed a computerized Show Tabulation Program that will be utilized for a Formal Judged Corvette Show. The Program conforms to the guidelines as set forth in Show and Regulation, dated May 2012. The Senior Judge, Senior Tabulator and Show Chairperson will review the results of the computerized show tabulation program for accuracy and completeness. The results of the computerized Show Tabulation will be used for the purposes of determining the awarding the various trophies associated with the show in question. In the advent of electronic tabulation not being used, the LICOA manual tabulation guidelines will be utilized by the senior judging staff.
Liability Insurance    

LICOA will produce a club liability insurance policy for the named show event naming the sponsoring entity as co insured. The sponsoring entity is required to produce a liability policy of equal or greater value co-naming LICOA, P.O. Box 191, East Meadow, NY 11554 as co-named on the sponsoring entities liability insurance policy for the day of the show. In the advent the show event needs to be re-scheduled to an agreed to rain date, both parties are to produce the same liability coverage’s as previously stated.

Show Contract

The Show Chairperson is responsible for securing a LICOA Show Contract from the sponsoring entity, detailing the terms and conditions of the Corvette Show. The sponsoring entity will be co-named and given a chance to review the contract. If the sponsoring entity and LICOA cannot agree to mutually acceptable contract terms, then LICOA cannot conduct a Corvette Show with the so named entity. The Show Chairperson is responsible to report to the LICOA BOD any irregularities before the date of the Corvette Show. No advertising shall be placed by LICOA for the event until a mutually agreed to contract is in place.
